The band is comprised of five musicians who grew 
up in the San Diego area with instruments in their 
hands and skateboards and surfboards under their 
feet. Tunnel Vision originally formed as a three-piece 
band, with Hayden Hanson as the lead singer and 
guitarist, Jacob Hernandez on bass, and Tanner 
Payan on drums and additional vocals. The three 
have been long time friends, who grew up surfing 
spots like SC Pier, Calafia, 204’s, Black’s, Oceanside 
Jetty, Trestle’s, and T-street and Skateboarding 
iconic bowls like The Vans Combi, Encinitas YMCA, 
Clairemont, Carmel Valley and Oceanside’s MLK 
Skatepark.

Slightly Stoopid let them record their debut album 
at Slightly Stoopid’s “The Lab” Studio in San Diego.
